SENIOR CONCERTO COMPETITION RULES

. All participants must be high school seniors and members in good standing of the
Greater Buffalo Youth Orchestra. Participants must audition on the instrument
played in the orchestra and with the concerto movement or concert piece that would
be performed with the orchestra.

. The concert piece or concerto movement must be performed from memory at the
audition. Participants are responsible for providing their own accompanist.

. Applications and the $25 audition fee (made payable to GBYO) must be submitted to
the GBYO Manager by August 1, 2008.

. The proposed concerto movement or concert piece will be approved by the Music
Director, and if the work is inappropriate the applicant will be notified by August 15.
If there are questions regarding the proposed concertos, contact Mrs. Jones (Phone
649-4023).

. The applicant must submit to the GBYO Manager a clean copy of the approved
concerto movement or concert piece by September 30, 2008.

. Judges will be chosen by the Concerto Competition Committee. The panel of judges
will reflect as much as possible the areas of expertise demanded by the repertoire.

. Each audition is open to only the competitor, accompanist, and judges.

. Judges will choose four or fewer winners, depending on the quality of the
performances.

. Winner(s) will appear with the GBYO in one of the 2008-2009 concerts. Winners
must be available to perform at either the February or May concert of the current
season.

10. The decision of the judges is final.
